TI]IE C-2 GEN.ERAL. COMMERCIAL DISTRICT.

WHEREAS, the Conneaut Lake Borough Council has adopted an Ordinance known as the
Conneaut Lake Borouglr Zoning Ordinance (Ordinance No. 21B), rvhich Ordinance rvas adopted
September 74,201i; and

WHEREAS, Council desires to consider additional corrditional uses in ths C-2 General
Commercial District zones frr uses that are not cunently listed; and

WHHREAS, Council believes it to be in the best interest of the citizens and residents ofthe
Borough of Conneaut Lake to add additional conditional uses i* C-2 Gsneral Couunercial District,
specifically for Senior living as provided herein,

NOW, THEREFOHE, comes Conneaut Lake Borough Ccuncil *nd hereby ordains and enacts the
following Ordinance amending the Conneaut Lake Borough Zoning Ordinance.

1. The tbllowing additional conditional uses are added to the Sestion 203.4 C-2 General
C,omrnercial District nrovisiorrs:

Conditional Usss
Senior Housine * (206.30)

?. The following additional provisions are added:

Section 206,30 Senior llousing: Senior Housing is defured as follows:
A structure aud/or facility rn'ith dwelling units that are specifically desig:red for and occupied by elderly
persons 55 and sver which provides supportive rmjdential services which rnay include housekeeping, 24
hour ernergency call systerq exercise programs, beauty salon, local ttansporl.ation, laundry facilities,
multi-puryose and cournrunity roorns, and recreational prograrus, togethet with accessory uses custoraarily
incidental to senior living.
Senior Housing sirall be perrnitted as a conditional use upon the following criteria arrd conditions:

a, Lot and Yatd R.equlreqents" The lot a:rd yard requirements shall meet the provisiorn ofthe
C-2 General Commercial District as provided in $204.

b. Offl-street Pqrking- 0.5 parking spaces per dweiling unit plus one (1) space per enrployee
and/or staff.

c, Hefgk-limrtetioqq. The rnaxirnurn building heigltt shall not exceed three stories or 35' as

measuled frcnr the gtound to the oav'e. However gable roofs, parapets, or other various roof

strilcfures that are rrot occupied rnay be extended above this elevation provided that such
extension shall be no lnore thal one (1) story.

A$Qficatis with Disabilitie.s Act Compliance. All development andlor struatures ehall conrply
with the applicable Americans With Disabilities Act rcquirements and all other applicable
Federai, State anrl Local laws.

Water and $evserage Sewipes. All such development and uses shall be serviced by both public
water and public $owerage systems.

Signs. Signs shali be pennitted as provided in fte C-2 Gsneral Commercial District,

Asswpnpes of Senior Rqside,ney. The applicants/deveiopsr shail provide deed restrictions, use
limitations, covenentso or soms other legally enforceable instrurnents which shall permanently
restrict occuparcy of senior housing facilities to persons who meet all applicable restrictions
regarding age. The language of the restristions aud/or limitations msst be specific and must
conelate with current Federal, Sfate ancl Local requirements under the Hgdpral Fqir Hou$ing
Act.

Maxfup,p,r,n.Pqrm,itted Occupa*cy. One-bedroomunits shallpermit no morethantwo residents.
Two-bedroom units shall permit no more than four resuilents. For units having three or more
bedrooms, the maximum pernritted occupency of such turits shall be restricted to two persons
per bedroom unil.

tigbtins. A11 lighting and/or illumination shall comply with the provisions of the Conneaut
Lake Sorough Zouing Ordinance including but not lirnited to the following:

If appiicable, any and all development and/or
stnrctures shall conplywith $314 of the Corineaui Lake Zoning Ordinance

Ferimetet iand.s.gapfurg. All development sha.ll include perimeter lardscaping, to the extent
physicaliy possilble, adacent to public rights-ofrway to sreen vehicular parking, service and
storage areas. 'llhe applicant/developer sluli provide an appropriate plan of landscaping for
consideration and approval by Borough Council. In addition, all development shall include
foundation landsrcaping for buildings that are visible *om adjacent rights-of-way and screenirig
for alldurnpsters and refuse areas as well as ground level ureehanical equiprnent, Theproposed
landscaping and scresnhrg shall reguire approval by Borough Council.

Auy ordinance or part of any ordinance which is irr confliet witlt this Ordinance is horeby
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repealed.



4. In all other respects, the Conneaut Lake BoroughZoning Ordinance (Ordinance No.
218), as amended, shall remain in full force and effect.

This Ordinance shall become effective immediately upon its approval as provided by law.
